 Features

 Facebook has a number of features with which 
users may interact. They include;

 The Wall, a space on every user's profile page that 
allows friends to post messages for the user to see.

 A user's Wall is visible to anyone who is able to see 
that user's profile, depending on privacy settings.

 Photos, this is one of the most popular applications 
on Facebook, where users can upload albums and 
photos

 Videos…Can upload videos clips



  

Features

 Status, which allows users to inform their friends of 
their whereabouts and actions.

 In July 2007, Facebook began allowing users to 
post attachments to the Wall, whereas the Wall was 
previously limited to textual content only.

 Over time, Facebook has added several new 
features to its website -- a News Feed, which 
appears on every user's homepage and highlights 
information including profile changes, upcoming 
events, and birthdays of the user's friends.
